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Installation 

 
 

1. Using the mounting holes in the SMB as a guide, mark the mounting surface in four places and drill 7/64” 
pilot holes in surface before starting screws. 

2. Insert provided screws into mounting holes of the SMB and tighten screws to secure base to surface. 

Caution: Mounting surface substrate must be sufficient for supporting the SMB and cable loads.  Additional 
mounting hardware may be required for cable stability and if so, will need to be obtained locally.  

3. Install QUATTRO cassette module and the QUATTRO plug end of the pre-terminated cable assembly per 
instructions included with the module. 

4. Insert module(s) into SMB by aligning slots in module to rails provided in back of box. Press module fully 
into box to engage module retention latches. 

5. If optional module port labels are utilized, peel backing paper from a label and place in label retainer area on 
the module. Labels can be written on prior to removing backing paper or after being applied to module. 
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
