Feed-thru Flange Kits

Bulletin 17824B
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The Feed-Thru Flange provides a weatherproof path through a roof or wall for HELIAX® cable. A path for an

accompanying antenna power cord is also provided. The flange can be mounted to metal or concrete roofs and
walls, and has four 5/16 in. (8 mm) diameter mounting holes. Refer to Figure 1.

The kit consists of the flange, two rubber centering washers and a quart can of plastic elastigum.

STEP5. Insert free end of cable through well of
feed-thru flange. Allow enough cable to reach
transmitting equipment. Center cable by seating
centering washers at bottom of well and around
cable. If power cord is used, align 5/8 in. diameter
holes in washers; if not, stagger washers as shown

in View A, Figure 4. When washers are in place,
fill well completely with elastigum to guarantee
secure and weatherproof assembly. Dome top of

elastigum to permit water to roll off as shown in
View B.
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
